 Use a water bottle with a pull-on cap for re-
filling your iron. You can store water and 
easily refill iron when you are in the middle 
of a big project. 

 Put a little rubber cement on the back of  
templates used over and over to cut out pat-
tern pieces. It prevents slipping when mark-
ing around pieces before cutting.
